CALL TO ORDER / DETERMINATION OF QUORUM

Chairman Polsinello called the meeting to order and determined that a quorum of five (5)
members were present. Matt Mastin and Mike Bottillo were absent.

OLD BUSINESS:

EGFD - 25 DISCOVERY DRIVE-MINOR SITE PLAN MOD. (15-07)

Steve Hart of Hart Engineering presented the proposal to the Board on behalf of the applicant. Mr.
Hart stated that he received the comment letter from Chazen today. He stated that the main reason
for the construction of this parking lot is for parking for Bldg. 85 now and when the new 70,000
square foot building is built, it will be used for parking for those employees. The proposal is for 216
parking spaces. A pedestrian bridge would be built to go over Discovery Drive as a possible Phase 2
for the safety concern for Regeneron employees. A crosswalk is shown on the plan as well which
will be used temporarily until the pedestrian bridge is constructed in a possible Phase 2 of the
project. Mr. Hart stated that the island may change in the parking area and may become larger as the
applicant is trying to save as many trees on the site as possible. Jim Connors asked if there will be
enough handicapped parking spaces. Mr. Hart stated that they need 26 handicapped spaces and he
believes that they exceed it, but will check. Chairman Polsinello asked if there were any questions
from the Board. Mr. Viola asked if emergency call boxes were proposed for the parking lot and if
CDTA comes through Discovery Drive at all. Steve stated that a small guard box maybe constructed
but he’s not sure. Chairman Polsinello stated that the nearest CDTA bus shelter and stop is on
Columbia Turnpike. Jim Connors stated that if they integrate a guard booth on the site they will need
to show if water and sewer is provided. Jim Connors also stated that the plan should show signage
for the temporary crosswalk. Phil Danaher stated he was looking into the process to obtain the aerial
rights to construct the pedestrian bridge. Mr. Danaher stated that the Planning Board as part of their
approval would make a recommendation to the Town Board for them to grant a permanent easement
across a town roadway with all the terms and conditions. Jim Connors stated that Steve should put
notes on the plan regarding the crosswalk so that the applicant gets approval for the crosswalk in
case the Town Board doesn’t approve the pedestrian bridge. This was an update only.
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NEW BUSINESS:

GREENSKIES RENEWABLE ENERGY, LLC. (TARGET BLDG)-MINOR SITE PLAN
MOD. (15-13)

Giuseppe Perniciaro from Greenskies Renewables Energy, LLC. Presented the proposal to the
Board. He stated that they are proposing the roof top installation of solar panels on the Target Store
at 625 Third Avenue Extension. The project consists of approximately 1,428 panels on the top of the
roof at Target. The panels would sit 18 inches off the roof deck, and the inverter racks would be
approximately 3 feet off the roof. Target has a parapet roof that sits 4 feet high around the edge.
Ralph Viola asked if there were any elevation drawings, as he wants to see if the panels will be seen
from Route 4. He does not have any elevation drawings but can provide them if necessary. Chairman
Polsinello asked if the panels are stationary. The panels are. The applicant passed around photos of
other job installations. Jim Giordano asked how the panels are connected to the roof. It’s a weighted
system that is good up to 90 mph winds and 40 pounds per square foot for snow load. A structural
engineer has analyzed the roof to make sure that the roof would hold the panels. Chairman Polsinello
asked if the electricity would be used solely in house. The applicant stated that the solar panels
would provide approximately 30% of the power needs of Target for a year and some electricity
could will be exported back to the grid. They have a 20 year lease with Target. There is only a 2%
reflectivity with the panels. Chairman Polsinello asked what the time frame is. The applicant stated
that the panels will take between 5-8 weeks to install.

Lot 1 would consist of 7 +/- acres where the applicant wishes to build his house
and lot 2 would consist of 5 +/- acres, the remaining lands where the business is located. The
applicant is proposing a shared driveway. An easement would have to be drawn up. The property
does have frontage on River Road so there is another means of access but the applicant wishes to
have his access off the business driveway.

Tony D'Adamo of Capital Architecture presented the proposal to the Board. The proposal was to
construct a 600 square foot addition to the rear of the existing building. Chairman Polsinello asked
what the purpose of the addition is for. Tony stated that the vestibule entrance is being moved to the
left front of the building so people can come in and grab food directly for takeout and it will
decrease the disturbance for the people who come to dine in. The addition is also so that the kitchen,
walk in cooler and storage will be on the same level. Ralph asked now that they are moving the front
entrance what will happen to the plantings that exist in the front of the building. Tony stated that
they will lose one, but they have a lot of trees in the back of the site. Ralph stated they might want to
do some type of additional planting. Ralph also inquired about the dumpster and if it will be
enclosed. Tony stated that they will enclose it.
