XX-2014 Scheduling of a Public Hearing for the Proposed Enactment of a Local Law to
Amend the Town Code Relative to the Board of Ethics

WHEREAS, § 15-19 of chapter 15 of the East Greenbush town code (referred to hereinafter as
“Town Code”), as added pursuant to local law no. 3 of 2013, provides for a town board of ethics (referred
to hereinafter as “Ethics Board”) and the composition thereof; and



WHEREAS, the Ethics Board, pursuant to Town Code § 15-19, subsection (a), paragraph (1),
subparagraph i, shall comprise five members, the majority of whom shall not be officers or employees of
the town, but at least one of whom shall be an officer or employee of the town; and

WHEREAS, the East Greenbush town board (referred to hereinafter as “Town Board”) hereby
finds and determines that the current language of the afore-referenced subparagraph is inappropriate
inasmuch as it poses: (1) a potential conflict of interest between a person’s duties as a town officer or
employee and such person’s duties as a member of the Ethics Board, and (2) a requirement that may not
be able to be met in the event that an officer or employee of the town is not willing to accept an
appointment to the Ethics Board; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board hereby further finds and determines that it is in the best interest of
the town to amend the afore-referenced subparagraph i to provide for the cit exclusion of any officer
or employee of the town from being a member of the Ethics Board (ref to hereinafter as
“Amendment”); and
