83-2008 Resolution for Amended Site Plan Approval – Village @ Tempel Farm

WHEREAS, on August 23, 2006, the Town of East Greenbush Planning Board received applications from Nigro Companies (the “Applicant” or “Nigro”) seeking site plan approval pursuant to the Town of East Greenbush Zoning Law and subdivision approval pursuant to the Town’s subdivision regulations, referred to as Village of Tempel Farm Mixed Use Development (the “Project”) located on Tempel Lane; and 

WHEREAS, the site is located on approximately 159 acres (Tax Map Nos. 155.00-3-2.11 and 155.00-3-2.12) in the northwestern portion of the Town of East Greenbush and is bounded generally on the south by Route 151 (Red Mill Road); on the east by NYS Route 4 and Interstate Route I-90 (Exit 9); on the north by lands of UW Marx; and on the west by Mill Creek (the “Site”); and  

WHEREAS, on August 1, 2007, a SEQRA Negative Declaration was adopted for the Project, determining that the Project will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts and will be carried out in conformance with the conditions and thresholds established in the Generic Environmental Impact Statement for the Mill Creek Commerce Park, which addresses development project within this area of the Town; and


WHEREAS, after multiple public hearings and all proceedings required by law, on January 9, 2008 the Town Board adopted a Resolution for Conditional Site Plan Approval; and


WHEREAS, in August 2008 the Applicant proposed to amend the Conditional Site Plan Approval by phasing the construction of the development and site improvements in accordance with a plan prepared by Bergmann Associates entitled Overall Site Plan Phasing, dated August 20, 2008 (the “Phasing Plan”), a copy of which is included in the record of these proceedings; and


WHEREAS, on September 3, 2008 the Town of East Greenbush Planning Board recommended to the Town Board the approval of the proposed Phasing Plan, on the condition that the New York State Department of Transportation approve the phasing of the traffic improvements as proposed by the Applicant;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of East Greenbush Town Board hereby makes the following findings and determinations:

1. The Town accepts the traffic signal with lane improvements as shown on the Project Plans as the traffic improvement required at the Route 151 and Tempel Lane intersection.

2. The phasing of the construction of the development and site improvements as shown on the Phasing Plan will not have any adverse environmental effects and the Town Board hereby reaffirms and ratifies the SEQRA Negative Declaration for the Project.

3. The Town Board hereby grants Amended Conditional Site Plan Approval as shown on the Phasing Plan, on the condition that NYSDOT approve the phasing of the road improvements as proposed by the Applicant.
