WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush, formed a Consortium in 2005/06 with the Towns of Sand Lake and Schodack, to integrate the participating municipalities’ Real Property and Tax Administration processes serving parcel level information to the public via the web from East Greenbush Town Hall using the same hardware, software, and web-based Geographic Information System (GIS) application. The City of Rensselaer and the City of Troy (both Cities meet the AIM Fiscal Distress Indicators), desiring the same services for their general public joined the Consortium for the 2006/07 year; and

   
 WHEREAS, For 2007/08, the Town of North Greenbush is joining the Consortium. The existing Consortium members have previously agreed on Assessment Information System (AIS) to be the title of the project.  The municipalities that form the consortium are relatively small in terms of their population and number of tax parcels they manage, with the exception of the City of Troy. 18-2008 Approval of rate increases for both the water and sewer users.
WHEREAS, The cost of water supply and wastewater treatment has increased over the past several years to where the Town now has to increase rates charged to users of the Town systems; and

 WHEREAS, there have been minimal increases in water rates for over five years which has been exceeded by the cost of water supply purchased from the City of Troy and associated operation and maintenance expenses.  Similarly the rates charge to users in the three sewer districts have not been increased in the last five years; and

 WHEREAS, the cost of treatment has gone up over 20% during the past seven years, and further, the future costs of capital improvement required to maintain both water and sewer systems also require funds from revenues; and

  WHEREAS, the Town has considered many ways of increasing revenues while maintaining an equitable rate structure for all customers; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the following is a summary of where, and to what extent, rates will be increased for the water users:

1. The existing rate billed to customers in the General Water District is $2.53 per 1,000 gallons.  A new rate of $3.05 per 1,000 will be charged for residential customers to cover cost of purchase and Town operating expenses.  The rate for all commercial users will be increased to $3.25 per 1,000 gallons. 

2. The minimum water use charge is now $32 per six month period for use up to 12,648 gallons (1,648 cubic feet).  A new rate is to be $64 per six months for use up to 21,000 gallons, and the minimum rate for multifamily residential uses will be $32 for six months for use up to 10,500 gallons (1,400 cubic feet), and any use above the minimum will be charged $3.05 per 1,000 gallons.

3. The costs of operation and maintenance for water supply and distribution in the Hampton Manor Water District has increased over the past several years, and the number of metered users is about 45 and the number of non-metered users is 634. The flat rate charged to non-metered users will become $170 per year from the current $123 per year for single family residents, and flat rates for two, three and four family customers will be $220, $330, and $440, respectively.

4. The costs of water related services provided by the Town have also increased. Associated charges by the Town to Fire Districts for hydrants will be raised from $10.63 to $12.50 per hydrant. A charge will be initiated to all private hydrants in the Town connected to the Town water system; the charge to out of Town hydrants will be twice the in-town rate. The current flat rate to users will be increased from $300 per to $360 per year and the existing rate to Schodack Water Districts, 2A and 2B will increase from $3.95 per 1,000 gallons to $4.35 per 1,000 gallons; the existing rate to Schodack Water District 5 will increase from $4.015 per 1,000 gallons to $4.525 per 1,000 gallons; and the existing rate to North Greenbush Associates will increase from $4.725 per 1,000 gallons to $5.67 per 1,000 gallons, and

WHEREAS the cost of treatment has gone up and affects all customers in all sewer districts; now therefore

3. About 758 users in Hampton Manor hamlet are not presently billed for sewer based on use, and the Town incurs expenses for treatment not covered by taxes charged in Hampton Manor.  Water metered properties will commence paying sewer use charges based on meter readings applying the aforementioned sewer district rates and non-metered users will pay the following charges based on the number of residential units one each tax parcel:

WHEREAS, on December 20, 2006, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing to the consider the Project and application for PDD rezoning at which time members of the public were invited to speak either in favor of, or in opposition to the Project and rezoning to PDD; and

WHEREAS, on March 2, 2007, the Applicant submitted an Environmental Assessment Report to the Town Planning Board (“EAR”) consisting of, including but not limited to, the Full Environmental Assessment Form, with a Traffic Impact Study, prepared by Creighton Manning  Engineering; Stormwater Management Report prepared by Bergmann Associates; Wetland Delineation and associated mapping prepared by Terrestrial Environmental Specialists, Inc.; Report for Archeological Potential prepared by Hartgen Archeological Associates; and Site, Grading and Utility Plans, and other documentation; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board caused the EAR to be circulated to all involved and interested agencies for review and comment; and

WHEREAS, on April 18, 2007, the Planning Board conducted another public hearing to consider the Project and request for PDD rezoning at which time members of the public were invited to speak either in favor of, or in opposition to the application; and

WHEREAS, June 6, 2007 the Planning Board adopted a resolution recommending to the Town Board that the Site be rezoned from OC to PDD; and

WHEREAS, on August 1, 2007, pursuant to the SEQRA, the Planning Board, as SEQRA Lead Agency for the Project, adopted a SEQRA Negative Declaration that the Project will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts and will be carried out in conformance with the conditions and thresholds established in the Generic Environmental Impact Statement for the Mill Creek Commerce Park, which addresses development project within this area of the Town; and

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2007 the Planning Board and the Town Board conducted a joint public hearing to consider Project and the request for PDD rezoning; and

WHEREAS, on November 7, 2007, pursuant to the Town of East Greenbush Subdivision Regulations and the Town Law, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing to consider the detailed Subdivision Plat, at which time members of the public were invited to speak either in favor of, or in opposition to the subdivision application; and

WHEREAS, on November 7, 2007, the Planning Board adopted a resolution recommending that a portion of the Site be designated an open development area, pursuant to Town Law §280-a; and

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2007, the Town Board adopted Local Law 5 of 2007 rezoning the Site from OC to PDD; and

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2007, the Town Board adopted a resolution designating a portion of the Site an open development area, pursuant to Town Law §280-a; and

WHEREAS, on November 26, 2007, at the conclusion of the continuation of the subdivision public hearing, after considering the Subdivision Plat and the entire record, the Planning Board approved the subdivision application; and

WHEREAS, the Town Project Review Team and the Planning Board’s designated engineer(s) and planner, having examined the site plans, Environmental Assessment Report and supporting documentation, provided technical comments relating principally to engineering and site development details, and confirmed the Planning Board’s view that the Project, as proposed, would be consistent with the Town’s land use plans, zoning requirements and the PDD local law approved by the Town Board; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that East Greenbush Town Board hereby approves the final site plans for the Village at Tempel Farm, prepared by Bergmann Associates, conditioned upon the following: 

Building Architecture and General Site Improvements 

Prior to the issuance of Building Permits, and subject to revisions and clarifications in the form of Site Plan Condition Review Letters by the Town’s designated engineer and Town Planner as a result of engineering criteria, constructability issues, environmental restrictions, aesthetics, or other appropriate considerations, the following conditions shall be satisfied as determined by the Planning Board or, where deemed appropriate by the Planning Board, by the Town Board:
1. The applicant shall satisfy requirements outlined in the Preliminary Site Plan Review letter, dated January 9, 2008, from The Chazen Companies, a copy of which is attached and is hereby incorporated herein as Exhibit #1.

2. The applicant shall satisfy requirements outlined in the previous project review letters issued by The Chazen Companies and the Town pertaining to the project, copies of which are attached and is hereby incorporated herein as Exhibit #2.
3. The applicant shall specify and the Town Board shall approve all site hardscape features, and related construction details proposed within the project which includes, but is not necessarily limited to, sidewalks, trails, parking surfaces, curbing, truck aprons, roads, parking islands, striping and boulevard medians for review and approval by the Town.  

4. That light distribution plans and a photometric report be provided for the entire developed site area for review and approval by the Town.  At a minimum the plans and report shall identify trade-offs involving glare-control versus spacing-to-mounting height, and lumens 90º above nadir.  Cutoff light fixtures shall be required and installed with rigid mounting arms with no built-in uptilt and no adjustment features to better assure cutoff illumination, unless explicitly accepted by the Town.  Submission to the Town shall include fixtures, poles and mounting hardware cut sheets for all exterior lighting to be used throughout the project.  Locations of fixtures shall be coordinated with the submitted light distribution plan.  

5. That a minimum 8’ wide paved multi-purpose path runs along all of the project roads and connects the most western pods together to help make the project more connected and function more as a community within a community of East Greenbush (see Figure 1 and Figure 2 below).  Furthermore, that this multi-purpose path be integrated with the Town’s ongoing Transportation Enhancement Project for Luther Road (NYS Route 151) Pedestrian and Bicycle Access Facilities project.  Where appropriate, deviation from these criteria may be approved by the Town Planner and Town Designated Engineer, and will not be unreasonably denied.

6. (a) The applicant has submitted proposed building designs for both commercial and residential structures for the Town’s review. (b) Apartment architecture and lay-out will be up-scale and include such amenities as garages for all units, clubhouse and pool, and lighted parking lots.
7.  If additional easements are required by the Town the applicant is herein required to provide them to the Town upon sufficient idenitification of the location thereof. 
Sanitary Sewer Systems

7. The applicant has completed an analysis of the impact of the proposed development on the Town’s sanitary sewer system relative to conveyance and treatment. Based on the data provided for review by the Town, off-site improvements will be necessary. Specifically, upgrades at the Town’s Barracks Road pump station, potential enlargement of the associated force main and any gravity sewers from Barracks Road to the Town’s wastewater treatment plant may be required. Unless otherwise resolved by alternate funding or engineering solutions, the applicant shall be responsible for a “proportional cost based upon inadequate capacity” of the cost of improvements at the Barracks Road pump station and upgrades along the sanitary sewer conveyance piping for the acceptance of additional wastewater from the project. This includes the design and construction of said improvements.  The Applicant’s contribution shall be determined by agreement between the Applicant and the Town of East Greenbush prior to signing of the final site plan by the Planning Board Chairman.  

8. The Preliminary Site Plan provides for the extension of sanitary sewer mains to service each proposed use. The Town of East Greenbush shall take ownership of specific sections of sanitary sewer main and associated pump stations generally described as those proposed along Tempel Lane and connecting to Third Avenue. For any sanitary sewer main not located on existing or proposed Town rights of way or property, these sanitary sewer mains shall be contained in a utility easement to be conveyed to the Town, with a minimum 30-foot width with the proposed sanitary sewer main centered in the easement, wherever possible. 

9. Upon completion of sanitary sewer main construction and testing, the applicant shall furnish the Town with as-builts for all sanitary sewer systems, including the location and depths of service connection stubs, tees, and manholes. As-built information shall be submitted to the Town in an acceptable format.

10. Upon completion of any sanitary sewer mains installation (both public and privately owned) and prior to use, the applicant shall provide the Town with all testing data, for its review and approval, to ensure that all sanitary sewer mains have been installed in accordance with Town and State requirements.

11. There is a need to construct new sewage pumping facilities within the proposed project site.  The proposed pump stations shall conform to Town recommended standards and preferred equipment,. The location of such facilities shall contain adequate site area for the construction of an enclosed building to house, controls, water supply, electrical and emergency equipment.  The site shall have a paved driveway, access to a main road with perimeter fencing, perimeter landscape screening, and concrete pad for future equipment placement adjacent to the building.  Equipment shall include redundant pumping and controls, valves, telemetry, bypass sewer lines for emergency pumping equipment, and emergency bypass pump with self contained power, and natural gas emergency generator for all site needs.  The Town shall review all plans prior to final approval with regard to the sewage pumping stations and equipment. 

Water Systems

12. The applicant has completed an analysis of the impact of the proposed development on the Town’s existing water system relative to treatment, storage and distribution. To assure continued availability of adequate volume and pressure of potable water and, unless otherwise resolved by alternate funding or engineering solutions, the applicant has agreed to contribute monies towards the construction of a new water storage tank adjacent to the existing Town water storage tank located at or near Route 4.  The applicant’s “fair share” contribution shall be determined by agreement between the applicant and the Town of East Greenbush prior to signing of the final site plan by the Planning Board Chariman.  

13. The Preliminary Site Plan provides for the extension of the existing water district by way of new water mains to service each proposed use. The Applicant shall provide, for review and approval by the Town Attorney, appropriate offers of cession, title reports and filing fees for all sections of water mains 8-inches in diameter or larger and up to and including fire hydrants. For any water main not located on existing or proposed Town right of ways or property, these water mains shall be contained in a utility easement to be conveyed to the Town, with a minimum 30-foot width with the proposed water main centered in the easement, wherever possible. 

14. Upon completion of water main construction and testing, the applicant shall furnish the Town with as-builts for all water systems, includes the location and depths of tees, valves, hydrants, and water mains. As-built information shall be submitted to the Town in an acceptable format.

15. Upon completion of any water mains installation (both public and privately owned) and prior to use, the applicant shall provide the Town, for its review and approval, with all testing data to ensure that all water mains have been installed in accordance with Town and State requirements.

Site Grading, Drainage, Stormwater Management and Sediment and Erosion Control Measures

16. All proposed on-site stormwater management basins shall be owned, maintained and operated by the applicant, or the owner if different than the applicant, their successors, assigns or transferees. An independent Town of East Greenbush Maintenance Agreement, as approved by the town attorney, shall be executed by the applicant prior to site disturbances and shall be filed by the applicant with the Town and County Clerk.

17. The project SWPPP is understood to be a master plan for stormwater management within the project. The Town will require that site specific SWPPPs be prepared and approved for each independent use if there are any modifications to individual site development areas. This may include the submission of revised site plans, grading plans, utility plans and stormwater management design information to ensure that all stormwater management systems are adequately designed. 

18. The applicant will submit to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation a Notice of Intent (NOI) which will provide coverage under the State Pollution Discharge Elimination System Permit program for disturbances of more than one acre of land. The applicant will provide a copy of the permit to the Town prior to any site disturbances.

19. In the event the applicant proposes to disturb more than 5-acres of land at any given time, the applicant shall furnish the Town documentation that appropriate approvals from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation has been granted to do so prior to the additional land disturbance.

Transportation:

20. The Applicant has prepared a Traffic Impact Study (TIS) which included specific proposed uses and the associated resulting traffic generation. The TIS considered and recommended improvements to mitigate the existing operational deficiencies and to accommodate the proposed traffic volume from the Project.  The Applicant shall construct or cause to be constructed the recommended traffic improvements, as detailed on the project plans, or as otherwise approved and permitted by NYSDOT and the Town of East Greenbush.  
The improvements to be constructed by the Applicant shall include:
a. Extension of Tempel Lane to Third Avenue Extension;

b. A right-in access onto Route 4;

c. As required by the NYSDOT, a roundabout is the Town’s preferred alternative at Route 151 and Tempel Lane, consistent with recommendations within the Town’s Route 4 Corridor Study, adopted by the Town of East Greenbush Town Board at its meeting of January 7, 2007. The Meeting Minutes provided by Creighton Manning Engineering, LLP, dated October 30, 2007, for a meeting conducted on October 25, 2007, a copy of which is attached and is hereby incorporated herein as Exhibit #3.

d. A single-lane roundabout at Tempel Lane and the Project site driveway;

e. A two-lane roundabout at the intersection of Route 4 and Route 151;

f. A two-way left turn lane at the intersection of Third Avenue and Tempel Lane; and

g. A separate left and right turn lanes on Tempel Lane at Route 151 and at Third Avenue Extension.

h. The extension of sidewalks from the Tempel Lane / Rt. 151 intersection and continuing along Rt. 151 in an easterly direction to Route 4.  
i. Pedestrian multi-use pathways, as described herein.

The improvements to be constructed by the Applicant may also include a right out access onto Route 4 if permitted by NYSDOT.
21. The Applicant shall obtain a Highway Work Permit from NYSDOT prior to the construction of final off-site design improvements within the jurisdiction of NYSDOT. 

22. The Applicant shall construct or cause to be constructed final on-site traffic improvements, at the Applicant’s expense, to Town specifications, including the extension of Tempel Lane from the Site to Third Avenue Extension.  

23. For any off site road improvements including the Tempel Lane extension to Third Avenue, the Applicant shall prepare and submit, for review and approval by the town attorney, appropriate offers of cession, title insurance and filing fees for all improvements and appropriate interest in all land area within public rights-of-way to be dedicated to the Town of East Greenbush, including roadways, drainage ways and easements, and that all such offers of cession shall be submitted to the Town Attorney, who shall review the same and confirm to the Planning Board their sufficiency for the purpose intended, which determination shall not commit the Town Board in any way to acceptance of the improvements, once installed.

24. That certain identified portions of the Tempel Lane road right-of-way be abandoned by the Town of East Greenbush Town Board and Superintendent of Highways, as necessary, and conveyed to the Applicant or its designee, in accordance with the New York State Town Law.

Historical and Archaeological
25. Archaeological investigation for the Project Site will be coordinated with the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and any necessary measures required by SHPO shall be incorporated into the final construction plans. 

Permitting:

26. At appropriate times necessary for development of the Project, that the applicant apply for and obtain all necessary project permits and approvals from agencies having jurisdiction over the project (other than the Town of East Greenbush), including, but not limited to:

a. New York State Department of Environmental Conservation;

b. New York State Department of Transportation;

c. New York State Department of Health and/or Rensselaer County Department of Health;

d. United States Army Corps of Engineers 

27. That any additional comments issued by permitting agencies be provided to the Town for its review, consideration and approval of potential design changes or modification resulting from said agency reviews. Any substantial project design changes that may result from agency reviews shall be subject to more detailed review and approval by the Town.

Wetlands:

28. Wetland boundaries and the limits of wetland impacts shall be noted on the plot plans of each building lot. A note shall be added to the plan to state that only those wetland areas identified on the site plan maps as areas of wetland impact can be disturbed and that the remaining wetlands may not be drained or physically altered without appropriate local, state and/or federal permits.

29. The Applicant shall obtain a permit from USACOE and NYSDEC, as required, which will ensure potential impacts to wetlands are properly addressed prior to any filling or disturbance in such areas.

Pre-Construction

30. Prior to any site disturbances, the applicant will participate in a pre-construction meeting with the Town. The applicant shall address any concerns raised by the Town and shall obtain the Town’s approval prior to any site disturbances. This meeting shall cover, but shall not be limited to the following items:

a. Prior to site disturbances, the site maps shall be modified to reflect agreed upon decisions of the pre-construction meeting and distributed as required to the Town and to all involved contractors.

b. Confirmation by the applicant to the Town that material specifications and the site details, including road and utility plan / profiles, meet Town standards.

c. Identification by the applicant of any required soil erosion control measures. Soil erosion and sediment control shall be in accordance with Town Code and New York State Department of Environmental Conservation standards.

d. Providing the Town with copies of executed a Contractor’s and Owner’s certifications as found in the project’s SWPPP which indicates that each party has read the SWPPP and understands each parties responsibility in completing the requirements of the SWPPP.

31. Prior to acceptance of any and all roads and infrastructure within the project the applicant agrees to provide a security in a form acceptable to the Town of East Greenbush to cover the following;

a. Top paving, truing and leveling, tack coating and cleaning of all streets to be accepted. The cost of the above items shall be estimated based upon completion of the above work within five (5) years of commencement.

b. The applicant shall provide an acceptable security having an automatic renewal clause covering item “a” above until such time as the project is satisfactorily completed.

c. The applicant shall pay all inspection fees, mapping fees, road sign fees, and engineering fees associated with the construction phase of the project.

32. Prior to acceptance of any streets in this development, it is necessary for the developer to agree to the following conditions:

a. The developer will be responsible for dust control during the construction of any buildings on the streets to be accepted.

b. The developer will be responsible for keeping roads free of dirt and soil during construction and grading operations.

c. The developer will be responsible for cleaning all dirt or soil that has accumulated on the roadways(s) and/or has plugged any drainage structure. At a minimum, said clean-up is to be completed within three working days of notification to the developer by the Town’s Highway Superintendent. If the developer does not comply within the required time period, the Highway Superintendent may clean such storm sewers and roads at the expense of the developer.

d. The developer will be responsible for tack coating, truing and leveling, and clearing and cleaning of roads prior to the placement of the top course. 

e. The developer will be responsible for the deterioration of any road base course, trench settlement and repairing any top course pavement until such time as the Town accepts the roadways.

f. The Town Highway Superintendent and Town Engineer shall determine when placement of the top course shall be required and completed.

g. The developer shall correct any errant or directed surface water from entering upon Town highways in a manner satisfactory to the Town Highway Superintendent and Town Engineer.

33. That prior to the start of construction, the applicant prepare suitable offers of cession for all improvements and interest in all land areas within Public Rights-of-Way to be dedicated to the Town of East Greenbush, including, but not limited to roadways, drainage ways and easements, and that all such offers of cession shall be submitted to the Planning Board and the Town Attorney, who shall review the same and confirm to the Planning Board their sufficiency for the purpose intended, which determination shall not commit the Town Board in any way to acceptance of the improvements, once installed.  

34. That prior to the start of construction, the applicant file with the Planning Board, for its review and information, a copy of any restrictive covenants to be imposed within the proposed Project.

35. That all street signs, regulatory signs and posted 25 mile per hour speed limit signs shall be furnished and installed in place at the time that the binder course in place, and prior to issuance of any Building Permit.

Post Construction

36. The applicant shall offer specific infrastructure within the project for conveyance to the Town at no cost, including road surface, water mains, sanitary sewer mains, sanitary sewer pump stations, drainage systems and stormwater management areas. 

37. That a complete set of accurate “record drawings” shall be submitted to the Town, prior to project completion, which shall be an accurate and complete record and description of the final “as-built” conditions.
Project Fees & Escrow

38. That any and all project-related fees and escrow are paid to the Town in a manner consistent with standard practices of the Town.
39. That Town’s Designated Engineer(s), be authorized to perform review and construction observation of the site on behalf of the Town during the course of the development and installation of public and/ or other required improvements, including the transmittal of a reports to said parties, with the charge for such services as well as all testing required of materials employed in the construction of said improvements, be borne fully by the applicant, either directly, in the case of testing, or through reimbursement to the Town, in the case of professional engineering services.

40. That the installation of public and/ or other required improvements are to be installed in a manner consistent with Town standards and project approvals and are certified to the Town by a professional engineer, at the expense of the applicant.

These conditions shall be binding on the applicant, the owner if different than the applicant, their successors, assigns or transferees.
