WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush (the “Town Board”) contemplates entering into an agreement with the Rensselaer County Water and Sewer Authority (the “Authority”) by which the Authority would construct and own certain capital improvements (the “Improvements”) to the water and sewer systems within the Town; and


WHEREAS, one of the improvements would be located within existing facilities of  the Town and/or upon property owned or co-owned by the Town; and


WHEREAS, to enable the Improvements to be located within the Town’s facilities or upon the Town’s property, it will be necessary for the Town to enter into one or more ground leases with the Authority; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is hereby authorized to execute a ground lease, in substantially the form annexed hereto as Exhibit A, with the Authority to allow the Authority to locate the Improvements within or upon Town property; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to execute a ground lease, in substantially the form annexed hereto as Exhibit B, with the Authority and to allow the Authority to locate certain Improvements (a new water storage tank in the Town and emergency bypass infrastructure at the Cross Street Pump Station in the City of Troy) on property that is co-owned by the Town and the City of Rensselaer; and
