67-2008 East Greenbush Miracle League Grant Application
WHEREAS, the East Greenbush Miracle League, a 501(c)3 Not-for-Profit Corporation,  is applying to the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) for a grant under the Environmental Protection Fund for a park project to be located in the Town of East Greenbush, tax map ID #167.-4-8.2, a site located within the territorial jurisdiction of this Board; and

WHEREAS, as a requirement under the rules of these programs, said not-for-profit corporation must obtain the “approval/endorsement of the governing body of the municipality in which the project will be located”; now therefore

68-2008 Resolution Authorizing the Comptroller to Issue Refunds of Sewer and Water Overpayments


WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush periodically receives requests from recipients of sewer and/or service for refunds of fees for such service; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush, County of Rensselaer, State of New York (hereinafter, the “Town Board”) has heretofore approved, on a case-by-case basis, payment of such refunds; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board now finds that a limited delegation of authority to the Clerk of the Sewer and Water Department to approve such payments to be issued by the Town Comptroller; would be more appropriate and efficient; now, therefore

71-2008 SEQR Determination - Capital District Celtic Cultural Association

WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush received an application for the site plan review known as the Capital District Celtic Cultural Association, tax parcel number 144.00-3-6.2, prepared by Hart Engineering; and 

WHEREAS, the application was accompanied by a proposed site plan, Part 1 of a Full Environmental Assessment Form (“EAF”) and other supporting information; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the action is an Unlisted Action under SEQR but nonetheless conducted a SEQR & TEQR review of the Project; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board prepared and circulated a lead agency coordination letter requesting the consent of all the involved agencies to designation of the Town Board as Lead Agency for review of the Project under the State Environmental Quality Review Action (“SEQRA”); and


WHEREAS, all involved agencies consented to such designation and, therefore, pursuant to 6 New York Code of Rules and Regulations (“NYCRR”) Section 617.6, the Town of East Greenbush Town Board is the lead agency for SEQRA review of the Project; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board, as lead agency, has reviewed and fully considered the proposed Project and Part I of the EAF, and has completed Part II of the EAF; and

WHEREAS, The Town Planning Board and Project Review Team have taken a “hard look” at the potential environmental impacts of this project by carefully considering and reviewing the Full Environmental Assessment Form, considering all the Applicant’s proposed mitigation measures as they relate to all environmental issues and more particularly to traffic, fire and rescue and MS-4 stormwater detention and hereby recommends the Town Board issue a Negative Declaration under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has taken a hard look at the potential environmental impacts of this Project by carefully considering them and thoroughly evaluating their potential significance; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the action will not result in any large or important impacts and, any potential impacts can be mitigated; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that based on the “Reasons Supporting this Determination” discussed in the attached SEQRA Negative Declaration – Notice of Determination of Non-Significance (“Negative Declaration”) the Town Board hereby finds that the Project will not have a significant impact on the environment and authorizes the filing of a Negative Declaration for the Project.

72-2008 Site Plan Approval – Capital District Celtic Cultural Association

WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush received an application for the site plan review known as the Capital District Celtic Cultural Association, tax parcel number 144.00-3-6.2, prepared by Hart Engineering; and 

WHEREAS, the application was accompanied by a proposed site plan, Part 1 of a Full Environmental Assessment Form (“EAF”) and other supporting information; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board at its meeting of April 2, 2008 the Planning Board accepted a Sketch Plan for the proposed site plan and recommended the Town Board declare its intent to seek Lead Agency status in connection with a coordinated review and determine the proposed project as an Unlisted Action under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board at its meeting of April 9, 2008 declared its intent to seek Lead Agency status in connection with a coordinated review under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, the Town Planning Board, its designated engineer and the Project Review Team have reviewed the application materials and the original site plan which has been revised in response to various concerns raised and have determined that the action as designed will not result in any large or significant impacts on the environment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board at its meeting of July 2, 2008 the Planning Board recommended the Town Board issue a Negative Declaration under SEQRA and grant conditional site plan approval; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board at its meeting of July 9, 2008 issued such Negative Declaration; and

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush does hereby grant site plan approval for the proposed Capital District Celtic Cultural Association project subject to the following conditions:

1. Satisfying outstanding technical details as determined by the Town Planning Department and the Planning Board’s Designated Engineer; and

2. All exterior light fixtures are cut-off type fixtures and site lighting conforms to Section 3.2.6 in the Town’s Comprehensive Zoning Law; and

3. Additional architectural development of the building elevations is presented to the Planning Board for its review and approval prior to the Building Department’s issuance of a building permit; and

4. A preconstruction meeting is conducted; and 

5. A Stormwater Pond Maintenance Agreement be executed in a form and manner acceptable to the Town Attorney; and

6. All remaining fees be paid and escrow provided to the Town.
