59-2008 Authorization for the Town and the Rensselaer County Water and Sewer Authority to enter into a series of agreements. 


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush (the “Town Board”) contemplates entering into a series of agreements with the Rensselaer County Water and Sewer Authority (the “Authority”) by which the Authority would construct and own certain capital improvements (the “Improvements”) to the water and sewer systems of the Town; and


WHEREAS, the Improvements would be located within existing facilities of the Town and/or upon property owned or co-owned by the Town; and


WHEREAS, to enable the Improvements to be located in the Town’s facilities or upon property owned or co-owned by the Town, the Town Board, on April 9, 2008, approved Resolutions 47-2008 and 48-2008 to convey easements and ground leases to the Authority to facilitate construction of the Improvements, subject to the permissive referendum provisions of the Town Law, notices thereof were duly published and posted, and the period for filing petitions seeking a permissive referendum expired with no such petitions being filed; and


WHEREAS, to enable the Improvements to be constructed and operated, it will be necessary for the Town and the Authority to enter into a Water Service Agreement and a Sewer Service Agreement pursuant to which the Authority will provide water and sewer services, respectively, to the Town through the Facilities; and


WHEREAS, to facilitate the optimal operation and maintenances of the Improvements, it is necessary and desirable that the Town and the Authority enter into a Water Facilities Operating Agreement and a Sewerage Facilities Operating Agreement pursuant to which the Town will provide operation and maintenance on the water and sewer Improvements, respectively, and the Authority will compensate the Town therefore; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed an environmental assessment form and related material pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act with respect to the Improvements and the proposed actions of the Town related thereto.


NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby determines that the Improvements will result in significantly improved long-term water and sewer service for the residents of the Town and that it is in the best interests of the Town to enter into the necessary agreements with the Authority for the construction and operation of the Improvements; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Town Board designates itself as lead agency under SEQRA for the proposed actions of the Town Board set forth herein, determines that the proposed Improvements constitute either Type II or unlisted actions under SEQRA, determines that, to the extent that such actions constitute unlisted actions, such actions will not have an adverse impact on the environment and adopts the negative declaration annexed hereto as Exhibit E; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to execute a Sewer Service Agreement and a Water Service Agreement in substantially the forms annexed hereto as Exhibits A and B, respectively; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to execute a Water Facilities Operating Agreement and a Sewerage Facilities Operating Agreement, in substantially the forms annexed hereto as Exhibits C and D, respectively; and it is further 


RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby reaffirms Resolutions 47-2008 and 48-2008.
