33-2008 SEQR Determination for Orciouli Minor Site Plan-Catskill Avenue

WHEREAS, the Town has received an application from Hart Engineering for a project known as Orciouli Minor Site Plan – Catskill Avenue, identified on the Town’s Tax Roll as Tax Parcel No. 155.9-1-4; and


WHEREAS, the application was accompanied by a proposed site plan, Part 1 of a short Environmental Assessment Form (“EAF”) and other supporting information; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the action is an Unlisted Action under SEQR but nonetheless conducted a SEQR & TEQR review of the Project; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board prepared and circulated a lead agency coordination letter requesting the consent of all the involved agencies to designation of the Town Board as Lead Agency for review of the Project under the State Environmental Quality Review Action (“SEQRA”); and


WHEREAS, all involved agencies consented to such designation and, therefore, pursuant to 6 New York Code of Rules and Regulations (“NYCRR”) Section 617.6, the Town of East Greenbush Town Board is the lead agency for SEQRA review of the Project; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board, as lead agency, has reviewed and fully considered the proposed Project and Part I of the EAF, and has completed Part II of the EAF; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board, Planning Board and Project Review Team have taken a hard look at the potential environmental impacts of this Project by carefully considering them and thoroughly evaluating their potential significance; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the action will not result in any large or significant impacts and, any potential impacts can be mitigated; now therefore,

36-2008 Authorization to enter into Agreement for Professional Planning Services for Generic Environmental Impact Study (GEIS) for the Route 9 & 20 Corridor and the western part of East Greenbush


WHEREAS, in 2006, the Town adopted the Land Use Plan Update and Zoning Study; and


WHEREAS, the updated land use study identified several trends and growth pressures currently facing the Town of East Greenbush; and


WHEREAS, the western part of the Town of East Greenbush along with the Route 9&20 corridor is ripe for development and currently has several applications pending before the Town’s Planning Board; and


WHEREAS, further study of both the capacity and level of service provided by the Town’s existing infrastructure is necessary to understand both the impacts of future development and the mitigation necessary to preserve the Town’s quality of life; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of this GEIS will be to identify, examine and evaluate the Town’s transportation, water and sewer infrastructure, stormwater management, recreational resources, and the associated cumulative growth impacts to these resources in the portions of the Town most heavily affected; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush does hereby authorize the Town Supervisor to enter into an agreement with Laberge Group for Professional Planning and Engineering Services associated with preparing this Generic Environmental Impact Study (GEIS)  in accordance with NYCRR Part 617; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the proposed fee of $195,190.00 for this GEIS will be bonded.  The bond will be paid down by developers’ proportionate share based on their specific project.
