WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush is planning to undertake several projects that involve capital improvements to its water system; namely (1) Construction of two new 5 million gallon water storage tanks, (2) Construction of an emergency water pumping station, and           (3) Installation of new master water meters in underground vaults; and

WHEREAS, the Town has solicited proposals from seven engineering firms in February 2008; and


WHEREAS, the Town has reviewed engineering proposals and conducted interviews with firms responding to the proposal, and finds that Delaware Engineering submitted a complete proposal and is qualified to perform the work; and

WHEREAS, the Rensselaer County Water and Sewer Authority (RCWSA) will be authorizing payment for said engineering services per the service agreement with the Town and the RCWSA; now therefore

64-2008 Resolution to Adopt Town Comprehensive Zoning Law of 2008


WHEREAS, the Town Board is considering the adoption of Local Law No. 1 of 2008, a local law that updates the town zoning by repeal of Local Law No. 3 of 1986 as amended and replacing it an updated Comprehensive Zoning Law for the Town of East Greenbush; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of East Greenbush, as lead agency for the project, has previously classified the above referenced project as a Type I action as set forth in SEQRA 6, NYCRR Part 617, and


WHEREAS, the Town of East Greenbush Town Board, as Lead Agency for the Proposed Action, has authorized the preparation of a Draft Generic Environmental Impact Statement (DGEIS) to be made available to all interested parties; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Planner has coordinated the review of the draft zoning amendments with the town and county planning boards and zoning board of appeals, and the public, and their respective comments have been considered in the proposed Local Law; and


WHEREAS, on March 19, 2008 the Town Board accepted the DGEIS as complete with respect to its scope and content as required under SEQR regulations for the purpose of commencing the public review and authorizes the DGEIS to be made available to involved agencies, interested parties, and the public; and


WHEREAS, on April 30, 2008, the Town Board held a Public Hearing to consider the DGEIS and the proposed Comprehensive Zoning Law of the Town of East Greenbush, Local Law No. 1 of 2008; and has considered the comments received; 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that pursuant to Article 8 (State Environmental Quality Review Act SEQRA) of the Environmental Conservation Law and 6 NYCRR Part 617, the Town of East Greenbush Town Board, as lead agency, hereby adopts the reasons supporting a negative declaration attached hereto by reference, and hereby makes a Negative Declaration with respect to the proposed action; and


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby repeals Local Law No. 3 of 1986 as amended and adopts in its place Local Law No. 1 of 2008, the Comprehensive Zoning Law of the Town of East Greenbush.
